Further 
to Versailles and guided visit of the Palace. Lunch break and afternoon visit of the gardens and the Marie Antoinette’s 
domain. Return to Paris at the end of the afternoon. Evening at leisure. 
 
Day 5: To day travel to Marly le Roi, a typical French village of the Ile de France. Visit Monte Cristo Chateau former 
property of the famous 19th century writer Alexandre Dumas. Then continue to Giverny and visit of the Americain 
Impressionists museum with lunch break at the museum restaurant. Afternoon visit of Monet’s home and gardens. 
with its famed water lilies and its incredible charm. 
 
Day 6: Excursion to Chantilly and visit of the chateau built in the 16th century surrounded by a wonderful park. 
Continue to Auvers sur Oise where Van Gogh worked and died. Lunch break. Afternoon visit of the superb exhibition 
about the history of the Impressionism and walk through the village up to Van Gogh tomb. Return to Paris and farewell 
candlelight dinner in a typical restaurant in Montmartre.
